5. Read Jeremiah 31:31-34. How do you think the new 

covenant in Jesus’ blood is different from the old 

covenant?  

 

 

6. What do you think Jesus is referring to in the Matthew

7. The hymn they sang in Matthew 26:30 may have been 

from the Egyptian Hallel which is made up of Psalms 

113-118. What do you think it would have been like to 

sing these Psalms with Jesus at the Last Supper?
